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� If an item of furniture or an electrical 
item is broken  -  do not use it.  Please 
inform one of the support workers or your 
LO (Charlotte, Jill or Deborah). 
 

 
� If you are worried that 

something in the house feels 
unsafe, talk to one of the 
support workers. 

 
 
� Sometimes, we need to complete 

a form called a Risk Assessment.  
This is one of the tools that we 
use to make sure you are safe.  
The Risk Assessment looks at all 
the good things and risks of doing certain 
activities such as going outside on your own 
or taking your own medication. 

 
When we complete the form, 
we will ask you to be involved.  
It is important to have your 
opinion.  The Risk Assessment 
will help you to achieve all the 
things that you want to, safely.
